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GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS

1 Make sure that there will be no collision between the hook and
any part of the boat within the operational range (up to 30 degrees
both ways) of the swivel joint.

2 Consider the position of the lifting hook, make sure that the
lifting hook operator can get access to the lifting hook easily
and can connect the lifting ring safely.

3 It shall be easy to get access to the grease nipples of the swivel
joint and perform the lubricating operation.
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4 Mount the swivel joint between two outside mounting plates.

5 We offer standard Henriksen Bolt Sets and Shims for mounting.
See more details in our Bolt Set and Shims documents.
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1 Place the swivel joint between the
plates of the lifting arrangement of
the boat.

Check that the swivel joint is placed
in the preferred direction.

We recommend to apply shims to
reduce the gap between the
mounting plates and the swivel joint.

2 Insert the mounting bolts —_
through the holes on the lifting o=
arrangement and the swivel
joint.

3 Mount the locknuts.

We recommend to hold the
swivel joint in lifted position
when tightening the nuts.

Use only recommended
locknuts and torques, see the
table on the next page.

Always use new locknuts.

4 Mount the hook onto the
swivel joint as described in
the user manual of the hook.
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FUNCTIONAL TEST

Do a functional test of the following after mounting the swivel joint
with the hook on the boat:

* Pull the hook sideways within the operational range of the swivel
joint approx. 30 degrees. Verify the smooth movement in the whole
range.

» The swivel joint shall retain the hook into the vertical position
(x 2 degrees) when you release the hook.

* Perform the test in both direction.

2 Remove all impurities (salt, grease, dust, etc.)
with fresh water. Remove ice if necessary.

3 Check that the following parts are free from
deformations and defects:

Identification
labels

Torsion

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4 Do a functional test of the following:

¢ Slowly pull the hook sideways within the operational range of
the swivel joint approx. 30 degrees. Verify the smooth
movement in the whole range.

« The swivel joint shall retain the hook into the vertical position
(= 2 degrees) when you release the hook.

* Perform the test in both direction.

5 Refill with grease (Molykote FB 180 or equivalent) if necessary.

6 DO NOT PAINT ANY PART OF THE SWIVEL JOINT!
